Programme Modalities

IMPEQ is a blended learning programme, which com-
bines periods of attendance in Bamberg, Germany and
Butare, Rwanda, with online mentoring and self-study.
Students are able to continue their employment while
studying in the programme.

The programme is taught in English, but French is
also supported. Students can take exams and write the
master’s thesis in English, French, or German.

Admission Requirements

«  Must hold a B.A. degree (or equivalent) in a subject
of the humanities, cultural studies, social sciences or
teacher training, or must have completed a teacher
training programme or college degree.

« At least three years of practical teaching experiences
in addition to traineeship or preparatory teaching pe-
riods.

«  Alternatively, candidates have at least three years of
experiences in either educational leadership or have
worked with development agencies in the field of ed-
ucation.

«  Applicants must be able to follow classes in English.
